Board proposes bylaws 

changes (and needs your help) 
Since January, Board members have reviewed and discussed 

the bylaws that guide our organization, with an eye to mak-

ing them more current and easier to read. Our goal was to 

create an updated document that accurately reflects what 

Skandia stands for and how it operates. [Note: The last  

bylaws revisions were approved in 2002. We thank our 

predecessors for all the changes you initiated.] 

With our work complete, we will present proposed revisions  

to membership for a vote at December’s annual meeting. 

Between now and then, we’ll make every effort to educate 

you about what’s different. For starters, the modifications 

fall into four categories: 

Housekeeping/style—Changes include more-consistent  

formatting, punctuation, capitalization, spelling, gender 

references, etc., as well as tightening up text to make it 

more concise. 

Logistics—You’ll see that we’ve removed outdated language 

(e.g., ―academic year‖ and references to ―directors,‖ instead 

of trustees). There’s new verbiage that allows the Board to 

vote by email under certain circumstances, with specific 

quorum and reporting requirements that apply. We also fine

-tuned the summary of election activities and completion time-

frames. 

Clarifying—We revised the non-discrimination language, 

expanded the section on Skandia membership, and  

reworked verbiage about responsibilities of Skandia officers. 

Safeguards and other financial stuff—Proposed financial 

text spells out the procedure for authorizing and handling 

requests of $1,000.00 or greater, and we added an annual 

internal audit requirement. Revised language allows the 

Board to establish the organization’s fiscal year, and new 

text allows for a temporary assistant treasurer, who may be 

appointed by the Board for a limited period of time. 

Two versions of the proposed bylaws are now available for 

viewing at www.skandia-folkdance.org. One shows all 

changes made to original verbiage, and the other displays 

the bylaws in their final proposed form. If you need a hard 

copy, please call your bylaws consultant, Brita Butler-Wall, 

at (206) 523-4922. Thank you for giving the bylaws a good 

going over (perhaps early in the day, when you’re refreshed!).

 L wrist with R hand. Walking step, beginning  

 with L. 

Sønderho turn: M still holds W’s L wrist in R hand,  

 W’s L behind her back, M’s L arm around  

 W’s back, taking her L hand in his L. W’s R  

 arm under M’s L arm, R hand on M’s L  

 shoulder blade. 

 M:  L (1), R close to L (2), R (3) 

 W:  R close to L (1), R (2), L (3) 

Execution:  3-count step to 2/4 rhythm, dance goes 

over measures, 5 full turns in 8 measures. 

Character: Lilting and dignified.
